(By creating a bootable Ubuntu Linux USB drive)
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Embedded and industrial PC’s are usually not equipped with a DVD player. If you don’t have an
physical CD or DVD-ROM it’ s possible to use an USB flash drive.

Download the 64-bit or 32bit Ubuntu-desktop-10.04.2 .iso:
